I am writing to inform you of the plans for the induction of children going into their Reception
class for September.

We will be offering a half day visit on Tuesday 8th July. This will be children only.

The morning session will run from 9.30 am - 12 noon - Please could children who attend Lilleshall
Pre-school come for this session.

The afternoon session will run from 1.15 pm - 3.15 pm - Please could children from all other
early year's settings attend this session.

In order to allow the children, the best opportunity to settle into school life with ease, we would
like them to attend the following sessions in September. From experience and feedback from
parents we have discovered that a whole day in school can be extremely tiring and daunting for
the children and hope this will go some way to addressing this issue.

Morning session - 8.45 - 12.00: For all children

Week 1 - Day 3 - Friday 5™ September

Morning session - 8.45 - 12.00: For all children

Week 2 - Days 1,2 - Monday 8™ to Tuesday 9™ September

All children attend for a morning session - 8.45am - 12.00.

Week 2 - Day 3 - Wednesday 10™ September

All children attend a morning session - 8.45am start and...

One Parent will be invited to sit with their child while they have lunch from 11.30am. If parents
would like to bring a packed lunch for themselves, please feel free. Following lunch, the children

will go out to play while parents attend a talk by Mrs Savill about our school day. This will finish
around 1pm.

Week 2 - Day's 4,5 - Thursday 11™ - Friday 12™ September
All children attend a full day 8:45am - 3:15pm
This letter can also be found in the induction arrangements balloon on the school website.

Your child will be staying for lunch from Thursday 12th September. This can be a packed lunch
that you bring in from home or a sandwich lunch / hot dinner provided by school. This can be
ordered on the day and children can change between lunch from home or lunch from school as
often as they wish and just need to let us know on the day. The packed lunch from school will
include a wrap or sandwich with ham, cheese, tuna or cucumber, snack pot of veg or fruit, a
biscuit or flapjack.

From Monday 15th September your child will be attending school full time. Please do not
hesitate to contact us if there are any questions.
