School Council  Minutes 16/9/22
1. We started by introducing ourselves to each other and then discussed what a school council is and the role it will take within our school. We talked about why they had thought they would make good school council members and what they hoped to achieve while being a school councillor. 

2. Photographs taken for website and display. Children filled in sheet for their personal statements also to be shared on website and display in school.

3. We talked about the qualities the children felt the school council should demonstrate. They decided they should:
· Be able to help people
· Help people keep safe
· Boost people- be positive and encourage self esteem
· Listen, think and speak well
· Be supportive
· Be encouraging
· Value opinions

4. The children felt they should work closely alongside the other committees in school such as sports ambassadors, especially when we think about playground issue. 
They decided there should be a suggestion box in each classroom so children can share ideas easily with council members. 

5. We then went on to discuss what things they felt were issue that we could look at in school or things they wanted to discuss further. They came up with lots of ideas including:
· The purchase of netball hoops for netball
· To redo markings on the playground, getting rid of the blue lines from when covid required distancing measures
· To have a new buddy bunch with allocated people e.g playground pals to monitor and make sure no one is alone. 
· To play more instruments in lessons
· To have end of term party or disco
· To do more walks and more trips
· For the Years 5 and 6 to have more playground  equipment especially when on the field
· To make the hall more beautiful with paintings
· To play music during lunchtimes
· To improve school dinners, larger portions for older children, having more say over what’s in the box, more salad, less sugar on puddings  
· To use large apparatus more
· In years 5 and 6 to have some lunchtimes without the screen on to allow time to chat
· To paint over the brickwork at the front of school so it looks better and more people will come 

6. Mrs Savill and Miss Evans joined the group to let them know that every other meeting would be led by them and will be focussing on emotional health and wellbeing. 


On Monday 3rd all groups will be taking part in an assembly to tell the rest of the school about the new committees. LJ said she would talk about having a suggestion box in each class and TK said he would talk about what school council is and that it would also include looking after safeguarding and mental health.
